GENERAL MANAGER’S CIRCULAR NO. 23/2021 (JGM)

VACCINATION PROGRAM FOR SHIP CREWS IN PORT KLANG

Vaccination has become a necessary measure to help curb the transmission of
COVID-19 outbreak among the community, including ship crews. Port Klang
Authority, with the collaboration of Ministry of Health, Malaysia has agreed to
facilitate vaccination program for ship crews onboard vessel in Port Klang.

For ship crews wishing to receive their vaccination in Port Klang, they shall comply
with the following conditions:

1. The ship is required to berth at wharf;

2. The hospital / clinic conducting the vaccination process is required to provide
emergency service at site to cater for vaccinee experiencing acute side effects
reactions; and

3. The hospital / clinic conducting the vaccination process is required to have an
ambulance on standby at site every time the vaccination process is in
progress;

4. Agents is required to send an application at least 48hrs before vessel arrival to
the hospital;
